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MCA 75-5-222(1) NONANTHROPOGENIC 

 The Department may not apply a standard that is more 
stringent than the nonanthropogenic condition.

 MCA 75-5-306: It is not necessary to treat wastes purer than 
natural.

Use Gibbon River example…For parameters for which the applicable standards are more stringent than the nonanthropogenic conditition of the water body, the standard is the nonanthropogenic condition. Complicated, broken down into determination of nonanthropogenic followed by determination of what the number or numbers that best represent the nonanthropogenic condition really are. Implementation of the standard in permits, total maximum daily load calculations, must be done in a manner than protects downstream water quality standards.

75-5-222(2) VARIANCE 
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WHAT IS A VARIANCE? 

 Appropriate to Apply when the Water Quality Standard is 
accurate (goals for the waterbody) 
 

 Under CWA variances can be used for 1 of 6 scenarios 
 Human caused conditions prevent attainment 
 Substantial and widespread social and economic impact 

 
 Provides a limited time for a discharger to exceed water 

quality standards 
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Presentation Notes
These factors, along with five others, are spelled out in federal regulations. These two are the most likely to apply. It’s not enough to just have a source of pollution upstream, you also have to meet the conditions on the previous slide and meet one of EPA’s seven factors.
