Review and acceptance of Minutes from January, 2002:
Solid Waste Issues from Previous Meeting

Tire Bales

DEQ Legal staff is looking for input from the committee for direction on tire bales. Legal opinion will probably be adopted as policy or rule.

Application Review Sequence

Discussion of DEQ Review Sequence.

Motion to accept this as a final version.  DEQ will track applications for 6 months to see if timelines are workable. Motion carried.

Alternative Covers:

Each site is unique. Rick Thompson has been asked and has accepted a position on the Interstate Technology Regulatory Council (ITRC).  This federally funded group will study and provide documents to assist with the technical guidance permitting and construction of Alternative Caps. They will review case studies and create a Tech-Reg. Document. A draft should be available by the end of this calendar year. This council meets two times yearly in person and six times yearly by telephone conference. Committee members will receive a copy of the ITRC schedule.

SW Budget and Fees:

Review of SW budget and fees. The committee has requested charts (graphs) that show administrative time breakdown for all funding sources – salaries, administration, operating expenses, and planning. SWAC would like Pollution Prevention Bureau to prepare similar charts. The committee has also requested DEQ to prepare and present possible scenarios for fee increases. Max Bauer requested that DEQ prioritize plans for spending, including salary increases for staff and database conversion. Committee will revisit this at the next meeting.

Groundwater Review Sequence:

Pat Crowley presented a second draft of the review sequence. The committee had questions on Section 2 and thought the language was unclear.  Pat will review the language and perhaps address it in the current rule writing review. Committee will revisit this at the next meeting.
