In accordance with MCA 82-4-431(2), an Operator holding an Opencut Mining Permit may strip and excavate up to 5,000 cubic yards of soil, overburden, and mine material from another site if this form is submitted before commencing the operation. The total area from which materials are stripped and removed may not exceed 5 acres.  
Note: This Short Form may not be used to begin mining a site that will subsequently exceed 5 acres or 5,000 cubic yards. 
A Short Form site may not be located in:
1. The bottom of an ephemeral, intermittent, or perennial drainageway.
2. An area where the operation will intercept surface water, ground water, or a slope steeper than 3:1.
3. An area where the operation will cause the total yardage of soil, overburden, and mine material stripped or excavated from the site to exceed 10,000 cubic yards.
4. An open or reclaimed site where 10,000 cubic yards or more of soil, overburden, and mine material have previously been stripped or excavated.
5. An area where mining is restricted by other laws.
Within 180 days of submitting this form, the Operator must:
1. Strip and retain all soil from the area to be mined.
2. Strip and retain enough overburden, if available, from the area to be mined so that up to 18-inches of overburden plus soil can be replaced on dryland reclamation, and up to a 36-inches of overburden plus soil can be replaced on cropland or irrigated reclamation (ARM 17.24.219(1)(b)(i)). 
3. Remove the mine material.
4. Grade all disturbed areas to 5:1 or flatter slopes for hayland and cropland, 4:1 or flatter slopes for sandy surfaces, and 3:1 or flatter slopes for other sites, and blend them into the surrounding topography and drainageways (ARM 17.24.219(1)(c)(i)).
5. Replace the overburden and soil.
6. Reclaim or downsize to premine condition the access road used, unless the Landowner submits to the Department a written request that the road remain for a reasonable postmining use and the Department approves the request. An access road to remain must be left at a width and in a condition suitable for its postmining use (ARM 17.24.218(1)(b)(i)).  
At the first seasonal opportunity (early spring or late fall), the Operator must seed or plant all disturbed areas with appropriate vegetative species. 
The Opencut Mining Program will inspect the Short Form site during and/or after use. A Short Form site does not require a premine inspection by the Program or submittal of a Landowner Consultation form or a Release Request. Posting a Reclamation Bond is typically not required. The quantity of material mined at each Short Form site must be reported on the Annual Progress Report.
