Amend ARM 17.8.818 Review of Major Stationary Sources and Major Modifications­
Source Applicability and Exemptions, to remove the averaging period for the particulate 
matter with a diameter of less than 2.5 microns (PM-2.5) significant monitoring 
concentration (SMC). 

Liz Ulrich briefed the Board on the rulemaking and responded to questions.

Update Circular DEQ-2. The department has modified wastewater operator certification 
classes in the wastewater operator rules. These are defined in DEQ-2. Therefore, the 
DEQ-2 circular needs to be updated to remove the outdated information and to add 
reference to the new information. 

Tammy Filliater briefed the Board on the rulemaking and responded to questions. 

Chairperson Miles opened the floor for public comment. None was offered. 

Chairperson Miles asked for a motion on the rulemaking. Mr. Byron MOVED to 
approve the rules as proposed. Mr. O'connor SECONDED the motion. The Motion 
CARRIED unanimously.
