A UAA and stream use reclassification by DEQ is needed, to reflect actual water quality of the waterbody. This operates outside the variance process of 75-5-222. Permittee would be expected to meet the updated water quality standards established in the UAA. 
If economic hardship is still an issue after the reclassification, further stream reclassification based on  factor 6 may be in order.
